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Members of the emergency response community enter into agreements with
one another each and every day. Whether these agreements are as informal
as ahandshake or as formal as a contract, they can help to provide greater
coordination in the field of interoperable communications. Formal agreements
include local to local Memorandums of Understanding (MOU), State to local
MOUs, Charters, and Executive Crders. This particular tool focuses on the
needs of a Charter agreement for a communications interoperability committee
oF governance group

A Charter document describes the reason a committee or group exists and
establishes the ground rules of operation. It provides clarity and aligns a diverse
group with a common purpose. When creating a Charter, the group must agree
upon key issues that determine how the group will best achieve its desired
outcomes.

This tool is intended to guide the creation of a Charter for a communications
interoperability committee or governance group, whether it is a Statewide
Interoperability Governing Body {SIGB), a communications system governance
body, or a partnership created through a Joint Powers Agreement. The tool
outlines potential issues and questions that should be addressed when setting
up a communications interoperability committee or governance group.

This document does not address every issue that States, regions, localities, and
jurisdictions may face when seeking to create a Charter for an interoperability
committee or govermnance group. Members of the committee or group should
customize the provided Charter template to meet their specific needs and
requirements.

In order to guide interoperable communications across the Nation, the
Department of Homeland Security (DHS) developed the National Emergency
Communications Plan {NECP) in 2008. The NECP provides the Nation with
strategic milestones under which interoperable communications can be
improved. This MOU specifically addresses milestone 1.1.1

This guide will be stored with a number of real-world Charters as part of a
central repository of model formal agreements. This online repository, known as
the Formal Agreement Reference Library, provides emergency responders with
Charter - as well as Executive Order, MOU, and Standard Operating Procedure
(SOP) - examples that they can reference during the creation of their own formal
agreements. When referencing these examples, however, stakeholders should
recognize that inclusion in the Reference Library does not constitute an official
endorsement of the Charter on the part of DHS. Instead, these Charters serve
as arepresentation of how formal agreements are currently being utilized by the
emergency response community.

Where applicable, the committee may permit one or more of its members to provide in-kind services, such as the use of property, in lieu of devoting cash to the funding of the committee’s activities. 

VII. Operating Principles
Each Charter member agrees to:

· Consider each [region’s/jurisdiction’s] unique needs—recognize and respect them, and attempt to address them if they negatively impact [statewide/regional] communications interoperability capabilities.

· Think interdisciplinary.

· Use a phased approach.  Do not attempt to solve all the problems at once.

· Ensure all strategic initiatives fit within the desired future goals and strategy.

· Identify matters within the committee’s control and apply resources toward those matters rather than areas that are not within the committee’s control.

· Coordinate a [statewide/regional] [communications interoperability strategy and/or spending plan and/or system design] with the other [statewide/regional] interoperability strategies.

· Identify a balance between infrastructure and subscriber unit needs.

· Distribute the responsibility of managing communications interoperability so that it does not rest on any one individual, agency, or technology.

· Ensure that the [State/region] takes on a collaborative approach in dealing with its issues.

· Stay aligned with other [State/region] systems.

· Avoid acronyms and codes to eliminate confusion or misunderstanding.

· Speak with one voice when reporting externally.

· Keep the issue of communications interoperability in front of politicians as they are elected and administrations change.

· Work toward achieving voice and data interoperability solutions across disparate systems in the short-term (i.e., two to three years later).

· Consider security concerns during the planning of future communications solutions.
VIII. Decision-Making
A. Committee Decision-Making Process

· Each [region/jurisdiction] has one vote to be cast by its voting members.  If the voting member is unable to attend, the alternate voting member will cast the vote for the [region/jurisdiction].

· All decisions and recommendations approved by a simple majority will be considered a decision or recommendation of the committee when presented to the [insert office, position, or approving body here] for consideration.  As much as possible, the majority opinion will be reflected.
